MIAMI  In this mean-
dering start to the 2008 sea-
son, when the Washington 
Nationals have searched in 

vain for anything resembling 
consistency, they got another 
reminder last night of what's 
looking like the surest thing 
they have right now.  

Few expected Tim Red-
ding to be the Nationals 
pitcher most capable of win-

ning a game every five days. 
But after another impressive 
start against the Florida Mar-
lins, it's clear that's exactly 
what he is.  

The right-hander won the 
game, giving up four runs on 
three hits and one walk in six 

innings. Redding (3-1) 
also set a new career 
high in strikeouts with 
10 as the Nationals 
ended a three-game los-
ing streak with a 6-4 win 
over the Marlins last 
night in font of 13,279.  

Redding needed 
just 73 pitches to break 
his old single-game 
strikeout high of eight. 
He was clocked in the 

low 90s on the Dolphin Sta-
dium radar gun and had hitters 
guessing at his slider, curve-
ball and change-up all night.  

"The fastball was good, 
but it helped me throw my 
slider down and away for 
strikes and get swings and 

misses," Redding said. "If I 
could carbon copy this [start] 
30 more times, I would. That's 
the way I want to throw."  

His only mistakes were 
letting shortstop Hanley Rami-
rez on base twice  which he 
paid for both times when Rami-
rez stole second and eventually 
scored  and throwing a belt-
high fastball to Josh Willing-
ham in the sixth inning.
